This is just a reminder about school policies that are found in the Parent Handbook.

Uniforms/Appearance:
<+ All shirts are to be tucked in.
% Long-sleeved shirts are to be worn from November 1 through May 1.
% Girls may wear tights on cold days. Girls may not wear pants in school.
Make-up, nail polish and hanging earrings are not allowed.
Boys’ hair is to be trimmed neatly and be above the collar and ears.

%* Coloring and highlighting of hair is not allowed.
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Drop off and Pick up of students:
Students are to be dropped off and picked up on the Booream Avenue (playground) side
of the building. The front entrance may not be used by students.

Sick Children:
You must call your child out sick by 8:30 am on the day of illness to the nurse’s line,
732-828-1651 x6. and leave their name, grade and specific reason for absence.

Under New Jersey State Law, any students exhibiting the following conditions will not
be allowed to attend school: temperature over 100 degrees, vomiting, diarrhea, pink eye,
rashes, or suspicion of earache. Please keep your child home for 24 hours after the
symptoms have passed so that they may fully recuperate and other children in the class
will not be exposed to the illness.

A note must be sent in upon your child’s return to school with the dates and reason for
their absence. This note will be kept by the teacher for the remainder of the school year.

Lateness:

Please make sure that children are in the building by 7:50 am in order to be ready for
classes to start promptly at 8:00 am. Late children are a disturbance to the teacher and
the rest of the class and take away valuable instructional time. Each day that they are
tardy. it is documented on their permanent record.

Instant Alert System:

With bad weather approaching, please make sure you have registered with our Honeywell
Instant Alert System. If you have not gone online and registered, you will only receive
messages that are being sent out about school closings and other important information
on your home telephone.
