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In Spanish, there is more than one way to ask a person’'s name. The phrase you choose depends
on the situation.

» To ask a fellow student or a young child, use the
familiar form: i(émo te llamas [f0]?

] » To ask an adult or a person who commands respect,
use the formal form: i(émo se [lama [usted]?

» To ask more than one person at one time, use the

plural form: sLomo se llaman [ustedes]?

» To tell someone your own name,
use this phrase: Me llamo [your namel.

(You will learn more about the distinction between familiar and formal forms as you learn more Spanish.)
